 IQI #18 Gastrointestinal Hemorrhage Mortality Rate 
 IQI #19 Hip Fracture Mortality Rate 
 IQI #20 Pneumonia Mortality Rate 
The weights include component weights and shrinkage weights. The component weights 

are denominator weights, defined as the relative frequency of the denominators for the 
component indicators in the reference population. The shrinkage weights are the signal-to-noise 
ratio, where the signal variance is estimated from the reference population, and the noise 
variance is estimated from the user’s data and is unique to each provider in the user’s data.
